What More to Consider... 
• We believe in Baptism by immersion, 

which means that you will be briefly 
submerged under the water. 

• The baptism will take place during the 
Sunday morning worship service on 
scheduled date. 

What to Wear 
• Modesty is always a priority! 

• You will be given a White Robe to 
wear, however, it is important that you 
wear a bathing suit, leggings, and a T-
shirt underneath the robe.   

• We also suggest you wear slip-off 
shoes. 

What to Bring 
• Towel 
• Change of Clothes 
• Hair Dryer (if desired) 
• Your written testimony

Water Baptism is 
the command of the Lord 
Jesus Christ (Mark 16:16) 
 

Water Baptism is an 
outward act by which we publicly declare 
that we have repented of sins and have ac-
cepted the Lord Jesus Christ as our Savior.  

Water Baptism is symbolic—it is an 
act which portrays the fact that by faith we 
have identified ourselves with Christ in His 
death (we are buried under the waters) and 
in His resurrection (we are raised out of 
the waters). 

Special Note to Parents:  Because 
the symbolism of Baptism requires a more 
adult level of understanding and develop-
mental readiness, the Elders require that 
children be at least 12 years old to be bap-
tized. Proverbs 20:25 issues a significant 
caution against the danger of making a vow 
before adequate knowledge and reflection 
have been given.  To prevent children from 
making a commitment that they may not 
fully understand, this minimum age has been 
established.  Special classes have been de-
veloped just for them (please contact the 
church office for schedule of classes).
